Include exploring different cultural 
understandings of course content 

Ask students to identify their own 
positionality in relation to the course 

Ask students to identify possible 
cultural biases in related course 
research 

Include different cultural examples, 
e.g., of a marketing strategy, a book
report, how to solve a math problem

Explore BC Campus resources for different 
resources 

Plan different strategies across the 
course (obviously it's not possible to 
include all in one class :)) 

Survey class to find out what strategies, 
students are used to, then use a mixture 
of strategies to both accommodate and 
challenge 

Where possible give students a choice 
in how to engage in content (e.g., a 
choice of reading or a TED Talk or 
Podcast) 

Give opportunities to reflect before 
starting group work 

Conduct a pre- and mid-course survey to 
find out what students want more / less 
of 
Encourage students to reflect on 
their metacognitive learning 
processes and to try something 
beyond their comfort zone 
Where possible, give different options 

Consider offering oral exams  
Avoid high-stakes testing / timed 
testing
